Consolidated revenue for the nine months ended 30 September 2010:
CHF 937.4m

Compagnie Financiere Tradition reported consolidated revenue of CHF 937.4m for the first nine
months of 2010, down 10.6% at current exchange rates (8.2% at constant rates) from CHF
1,048.9m a year ago.

Third-quarter consolidated revenue was CHF 281.0m, down 8.0% (4.3% at constant exchange
rates) on the same period last year.

In terms of geographic spread, the United Kingdom and the American continent remain the
Group’s principal revenue generators, contributing 36.0% and 29.8% of revenue respectively in the
nine months to 30 September 2010, against 35.4% and 30.1% in 2009. Asia accounted for 24.9%
of consolidated revenue and continental Europe 9.3%, compared with 23.0% and 11.5%
respectively in the first three quarters of 2009.
